Named after the pristine Pench River
that meanders through it, Pench
National Park is one of India's premier
tiger reserves and a proud part of the
Project Tiger initiative since 1992. The
landscape is a beautiful blend of teak
forests, open grasslands, and rocky
hills, making it rich in biodiversity.

WILDLIFE YOU CAN
SPOT

Tigers: Pench has a healthy tiger
population; sightings are
frequent, especially in summer.
Leopards: Elusive and graceful,
leopards are often spotted near
rocky outcrops.
Wild Dogs (Dholes): Often seen in
packs, a true highlight!
Sloth Bears, Jungle Cats, Indian
Gaur, and Hyenas
Birds: Over 250 species including
peafowls, hornbills, kingfishers,
and migratory species.

Fun Fact:
Rudyard Kipling’s The Jungle Book is said
to be inspired by Pench!

BEST TIME TO VISIT

October to June: Park is open.
March to May: Best for tiger
sightings (dry season).
November to February: Pleasant
weather, lush scenery, good for bird
watching.

(NOTE: THE PARK REMAINS CLOSED DURING THE MONSOON
- JULY TO SEPTEMBER.)

Madhya Pradesh Side:

Turia Zone: Most popular; known
for frequent tiger sightings.
Karmajhiri Zone: Less crowded,
great for birding and peaceful
safaris.
Jhamtara Zone: Remote, scenic,
offers exclusive wildlife
experiences.
Rukhad Buffer Zone: Good sightings
with less touristy vibe

Maharashtra Side:

Sillari Zone: Excellent
infrastructure, ideal for families.
Khursapar Zone: High tiger and
leopard activity.
Kolitmara Zone: Lesser-known,
quieter safaris.
